Eligibility.     Open to all adult members of any South Midland, South Eastern, Southern and 
Eastern Centre Motorcycle Club riding SOLO ENDURO, MOTO X and TRAIL motorcycles. 
This event will be Hare & Hounds only which will require the rider to complete as many laps 
as possible in 3 Hours. NO SPECIAL TEST. 
 
Entries.     To be made on the official entry form and received by the Secretary of the Meeting 
before the event is full together with an entry fee of  £35   plus 2 SAE. 
If there should be any entries left, the entry fee on the day will be £40. 
 
Start.  The start will be at ASHDOWN FARM, BLEWBURY, OXON and will be signposted 
from the A417 between Streatley and Blewbury. The first rider will start at 11:00am. The event 
will not include use of public roads. 
 
Course.  All classes will compete on a 7 mile course consisting of open fields, woodland and a 
Moto X course including hills. 
 
General.  Drivers must sign on and produce:- 

a) A current Club Membership card.    South Reading M.C.C. Annual Club membership is 
available for £5. 

b) An ACU Licence.   One day ACU licences are available for £10 and should be paid for 
up front as they have to be specially ordered up front.
