REGULATIONS FOR THE 25th  ANNUAL JUBILEE 2 DAY CLASSIC

SPORTING RELIABILITY TRIAL MAY 15 & 16th  2010

The following regulations are for the Taunton M.C.C's 25th Annual Jubilee Trial. This is a Classic Sporting Reliability Trial run under an ACU Permit and with RAC Authorisation. 

The 2010 trial will be the 25th anniversary of the running ot this event. This year it will run over two days. The frst day will be a trail bike trial held entirely off road in Combe Sydenham woods. Three laps of 8 sections, the start and finish will be at the Ralighs Cross inn. Each lap will be approx 3 - 5 miles. 

An evening social get together has been arranged for all competitors & supporters in the function suite of the Ralighs Cross Inn, we have invited all the landowners & observers who are supporting this years event. There will also be a carvery available at a reduced cost depending on numbers. The accommodation at the Ralighs Cross is full, however there is camping in the field behind the pub available.

For the second day there will be the traditional route of approx. 65 miles in the Brendon Hills and Exmoor and will include some public highway.  Please ensure that you bring enough fuel for the two days as there is not a fuel station close to the course. Preference will be given to riders wishing to compete on both days.

All competitors will be required to be paid up members of an ACU Club AND have an ACU Affiliated Membership Card. Membership of the T.M.C.C. is available annually for £5-00 . ACU Trials Afilliated Membership is available for £10-00 pa. ACU cards must be shown at signing on,  or application forms completed.

Day 1
VENUE: The RALEGHS CROSS INN, BRENDON HILL. MR 181/ 039344. Leave Taunton following signs for Minehead (A358). Join A358 at Cross Keys. In approx. 3.5 miles turn L off A358 under railway bridge, SP Raleghs Cross. Continue to x road, turn right and continue to Combe Sydenham Country Park.

START:  2.00pm Starting from the Ralieghs Cross Inn car park. 

THE COURSE: 3 laps of a 5 mile circuit with 8 observed sections in combe sydenham country park. There will be one route. This will be a 'non stop' trial marked on 0.1.2.3.5 basis ( ACU TSR22B). Inspection of the sections will be  allowed. 

FINISH :  In the carpark at the Ralieghs Cross Inn.

Day 2

VENUE: The RALEGHS CROSS INN, BRENDON HILL. MR 181/ 039344. Leave Taunton following signs for Minehead (A358). Join A358 at Cross Keys. In approx. 3.5 miles turn L off A358 under railway bridge, SP Raleghs Cross. The Start is 9.0 miles at Junction with B3190.
START:  The first man away will be at 9.00am with others at minute intervals. Individual start times will be notified with final instructions / route card,  which will be mailed to entrants for receipt prior to May 15th.

THE COURSE: Approx. 65 miles will include public highway, unsurfaced roads, forestry and private land, and at least 23 observed sections and special tests. There will be one route. This will be a 'non stop' trial marked on 0.1.2.3.5 basis ( ACU TSR22B) with one Progressive Hill. Inspection of the sections will be not be allowed, excepting special tests. A drinks halt may be included . 

FINISH :  The finish will be at The Raleghs Cross  Inn. Full Bar / Restaurant facilities available at the Finish.

ENTRIES: There will be an entry limit of 150. Entries open forthwith and will close on the 8th May or before if over subscribed. A reserve list will be held. All entries must be made on the official form (or photocopy) and must be accompanied by the entry fee of £31-00. Final instructions and route cards will be sent via Email. If you don’t have an email accout you must provide two stamped addressed envelopes. No additional fee for Team entries. A team will consist of 3 riders who may ride with consecutive riding numbers if their entries are received in one envelope. Entry fees are non returnable after the closing date unless the event is cancelled or postponed for more than  24 hours when a portion will be retained to cover administration, land and RAC authorisation costs.

SCRUTINEERING: Will commence at 8.00am and finish at 10.30am on Sun 16th only. Any rider who has not presented his machine by then will be deemed a NON - STARTER. It is the responsibility of the competitor to ensure that their machine complies with requirements of the Road Traffic Acts. Machines with excessively noisy exhausts will be excluded. 

TYRES : Front and Rear tyre fitment must be ROAD LEGAL TRIALS PATTERN TYRES ONLY. (ACU TSR9) Bikes with  any other type of tyre will not be allowed to start the event.

AWARDS :  Will be as follows with a minimum of 5 entries in each class.

a. Premier award for best performance over 2 days.

b. Class awards for classes 1,2,3,4, 5, and 6 as above over 2 days.

c. Best Team over 2 days.                       

No rider may win more than one award, excepting the Team award.

RESERVE LIST: If the event is oversubscribed the Club will keep a reserve list of the next 10 entries received.

RTA INSURANCE FOR ROAD USE IN TRIALS WILL BE AVAILABLE AT THE START.: ACU Road Traffic Act Insurance Scheme. You are advised to check your Insurance policy to ensure that Road Traffic Act cover is provided when you are riding in a competititive event. New Policys and Renewals may not now allow Cover to be effective in Competitions. There is a master 24hr. cover note available through your entry to this event, via Lockton Motor Sport Risk Service covering road use whilst riding in the Trial.  NB. For this additional cover, entrants must have their own normal Motor Cycle Insurance Policy in force. To be eligible for Lockton cover you must be over 21 yrs., have held a licence for over 6 months, have not had more than one fault accident in last 3 years, have no more than 6 speeding points on your licence, have no physical/mental disabilities, have no other facts to disclose which would influence acceptance of the risk.. You  MUST  sign on for this insurance and pay the premium at the Sign-on desk at the start of the event.
